�e judging will be done once all artwork has been received and hung by 
Gateway Arts Council.  �e awards will be judged by an independent 
judge who is invited each year to evaluate the work of the artists in the 
exhibit.  �e judge will select the winners in each category.

�e Fine Art Competition is open to all artists, 16 years of age and older.  
All art work must be original and completed within the last 3 years.  No 
commercial kits or molds will be accepted.  Students may not enter work 
if they have had assistance in executing their work.  Artwork 
previously submitted to Spring Fling is ineligible.

�e Fine Art Exhibit will be open to the public from March 27 - April 17, 
2026.  Hours will be Monday - Friday, 10 AM - 4 PM, with evening and 
weekend hours by appointment.  ALL ARTWORK MUST REMAIN 
THROUGHOUT THE ENTIRE EXHIBIT.
